The Executive Committee reserves the right to decide any point not covered by the rules and to correct any error or make alternatives if necessary to the rules, prizes or programs.

1. All entries must be received no later than June 12, 2011
2. Send entries to above address
3. The show committee reserves the right to combine, split or cancel classes as they deem necessary
4. A veterinary or doctors certificate is required for any entry  fee refunds 
5. Ribbons will be awarded to 6th place, with payouts to 3rd (showmanship & equitation-prizes) 
6. Stakes classes will be split from entry fees as follows: 1st=40%, 2nd=30%,3rd=20%
7. Every horse/rider will receive a number. Any entry not having a number or using the wrong number may be excused from the class
8. Seniors may not show a horse shown by a youth in the same division except in showmanship 
9. Ages will be determined as of January 1 of the current year
10.  Junior horse 5 years and younger
11.  Unruly horses will be excused from the ring. The show committee reserves the right to excuse and unruly horse from the show grounds
12.  Suitable attire must be worn in all classes-helmets are recommended for everyone in the Youth classes-(Halter, English & Western)-this will soon be mandatory-all handlers following this recommendation will be entered in a draw to win a new helmet compliments of Keddies Tack & Western Wear
13. To qualify for the High Point Award-you must enter 1 halter class (trail in hand or showmanship) 2 English and 2 Western classes as well as either Road Hack or Trail.
14. Professionals are only permitted to enter stakes, open reining and jr. horse classes
15.  The show will start on time. Exhibitors are responsible for having their  entries at the holding ring 5 minutes prior to class
16.  All exhibitors must purchase a gate pass. Gates will be closed Friday night at 6:00pm due to the Bull Riding Event.  Gate passes will be available Saturday morning at 7:30am-passes must be purchased before exhibitor number will be provided
17.  A $5.00 (cash only) deposit is required when you pick up your number. This will be returned to you when your number is returned at the end of the show
